Key Questions: What inspired Lowry to draw landscapes?

Unit Overview:

A Lancashire artist. He is famous for drawings and paintings of life in
the industrial North West of England. We will be using pencils, chalk
and charcoal to draw in the same style.

. New Knowledge Progression:

e Children will create sketch books to record
their observations and use them to review and
revisit ideas.

Use learnt techniques in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design in different contexts and with a variety of
materials, e.g. use knowledge of weaving to create a willow sculpture.

Demonstrate control of a range of tools and materials to create desired effects, e.g. when drawing use different grades of pencil to
create variations in tone.

Compare ideas, methods and approaches in their own and others” work, e.g. talk about the features they like and the changes they
would make to a piece of art work.

Use sketch book / ‘ideas journal’ to adapt their work as their ideas develop; make annotations in their books to describe how they
might develop their work further.
