Set appropriate homework regularly …. monitor, reward and applaud. 
Maintain an accurate record of attendance …. monitor, reward and 
applaud. 
Check school uniform regularly … monitor, reward and applaud.

Welfare and Communication... 
Make sure your child is kept safe and free from harm. 

Welcome parents/carers into the life of the school and keep them 
informed about school matters, share dates about important events. 
Follow procedures that we have in place to ensure the safety of your 
child on the school premises and school trips. 
Administer medicines only with your written permission. The school 
will contact you if your child has a serious injury or is not well enough 
to stay in school. 
To let you know of any incident that causes that causes your child 
significant distress or causes you significant concern.
